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Issues:

Gravel parking lot on existing Tindall Field... lighting?
Will field lighting be removed immediately?
Will existing parking lot lighting be removed 
immediately?

Construction times on existing park lot. .after dark
anytime?
Dust precautions?

Sports Field Lighting.
Existing lighting is very very bad... it would be hard
pressed to be worse.... except to move it even closer to

the observatory in its existing form.

The lighting not only spills over off the field, it trepasses into the parking lot area, into MacCorry Hall and overtop of
MacCorry Hall onto the Observing Deck and into the Observatory Dome itself.

Observing Deck effects: A fence was put in by
Physics but is only 6' tall and any person taller
than that or at the extreme east end of the deck
can see the sports lighting directly, destroying
their night vision.  In addition the glare will
make it more difficult to move around the deck
(with piers, equipment, telescopes, and people.) 
The fence does not go all the way down to the
floor, in an effort to allow for snow shovelling,
and this gap also allows  in excess light from
the parking lot and sportsfield area.

Sports Field Lighting

This is an image from the top of the fence
around the Observing Deck, showing Parking
Lot cobra-head style Streetlights and the three
main sports field lighting directly (the
southernmost one is partially blocked by
trees)..

Any new sports field lighting  SHOULD
NOT BE DIRECTLY VISIBLE from the
observing deck or the dome.

Other thoughts:
�  Some automatic timer mechanism to
ensure the lights do not stay on all night.

�  Have the concept of dark nights, in and
around the new moon, where the lights do
not come on at all (ie no bookings).  Even
with GOOD sports field lighting, it will still
affect observations.

� Remote override control and video
surveillance of the field to allow an operator
to see the event is over and shut down early
or when not in use.

Parking Lot lighting
We hope that the existing cobrahead
style street lights in the Mac-Corry
Parking lot will come down as soon
as parking is diverted to the gravel
lot.

We hope that any lighting put in
place for the gravel lot be in the form
of full cutoff lighting
As well as to ensure that the area is
NOT OVERLIT with excess fixtures or wattage.
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
